• Schedule specific audio sites — You can now choose exactly which audio sites a schedule applies to by
adding the audio sites directly to the schedule. Previously, a schedule applied to a location, and all the
audio sites in that location and its sub-locations were included automatically. Now you select the
specific audio sites you want, regardless of where they are located in the structure. This gives you
precise control over where a schedule plays, and lets you combine audio sites from different parts of
your organization in a single schedule.

• Edit enabled schedules — You can now edit a schedule while it is enabled, without having to disable it
first. When you save your changes, you see a summary of which audio sites will be added to or removed
from the schedule before the changes are applied. This makes it clear what will start or stop playing, so
you can update schedules with confidence.

• Calendar view in schedules
You can now create and edit schedules in a calendar view. The calendar provides a clear overview of
scheduled events and how schedule events are distributed throughout the week. This helps when
planning and adjusting schedules with multiple events.

• User management updated
– Copy schedule — You can now create a new schedule by copying an existing one. The new

schedule uses the same configuration as the original but can be edited independently. You can
select a new location for the copy. This is useful when you need multiple schedules with similar
configuration, for example when creating schedules for different audio sites.

– Labels — You can now set labels on audio sites directly from the Labels page. Previously, labels
could only be managed from the audio site view, one audio site at a time. Managing labels from
the Labels page makes it easier to review, add, and update labels across multiple audio sites.

– We have introduced a new user group called Organization administrators to align

AXIS Audio Manager Center with other Axis cloud applications. The previous Owners group has
been removed, and Owner is now an attribute applied to users.

• Event log

range, location, site, or event type, and export results to CSV for reporting or analysis. The log stores
events for up to 6 months, helping you track trends and troubleshoot issues more effectively.

• Improved health notifications
You can now configure custom health notifications for specific health scenarios and recipients. Choose
between email or webhook channels.
This update makes it easier to stay informed and integrate with your existing workflows.
– Email channel: Sends summary emails of all events for a selected trigger type within a

configurable delay window.

– Webhook channel: Provides real-time notifications for immediate event handling.

• Improved user management
An individual user's access rights can now be configured directly in the Users list for improved
management.

• Improved user interface
Various improvements have been made to the user interface for a better experience.
