Changes to those accounts
could make devices inaccessible for solutions like AXIS Camera Station Edge or AXIS Device Manager Edge
and Extend.

• Transfer licenses to another organization — It's now possible for administrators to transfer licenses in
the Product Wallet to other organizations. The transfer is made wallet to wallet, and you need to be an
administrator in both organizations.

This feature
doesn’t apply to devices managed by AXIS Camera Station Pro, or AXIS Camera Station Edge devices as
they’re always managed.

These prerequisites are
needed when using cloud storage:
– A system setup with AXIS Camera Station Pro.

– The server must be registered to Connected services.

– Cameras with AXIS OS version 11.11.73 or later.

• Smart search - free text search — Now you can use your own words to quickly search for your recorded
content. Note that this feature requires AXIS Camera Station Pro 6.7.

• Take snapshot — Take a snapshot of the current view of a video source and save it. The snapshot is
copied to the clipboard and downloaded to your computer. An easy way to be able to share information
from your video operation in My Systems.
